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An ipstitutional library is not a room stacked with books ~ it is a repository and source of information
and ideas, a place for learning and enquiry, and for the generation of thought and the creation of new
knowledge.

The Five Laws of Library Science has its implications in assessing the quantitative and the qualitative
aspects of The Library,Sir Gurudas Mahavidyalaya.

In an academic library, the first law‘‘Document/Information is for use” advocates the effective delivery of
i.nforma.tion to t_he students. The built up of resources needs its utilization in its appropriate ratio. Our
library is primarily concerned of the utilization of the resources to its maximum.The programmes that
indirectly foster an environment for user awareness and user assessment actually pin points the need to
grasp the interest of the users for utilization of the resources. Unless the users are accustomed to library
usage and understand its significance, every effort of building up of quality resources goes in vain.A single
resource must not get left out and remain unused. The book reading and book promotion schemes
though in the seedling stage after its implementation at our library, actually have the potentiality to
engage users towards usage of the resources in future.The innovative effort of this newsletter is actually
usher the use of the library by disseminating information, though in a compact manner so that the user
interaction , feedback and participation can be achieved in all respects.This reflects a direct effect on the
building up of the resources and its maximum utilization.

The second and the third laws “Every reader (user)his document(information)” and “every
Document(Information) its reader(user) advocates for survey of and feedback from the users and to
design a library system befitting their needs.Wider dissemination of information and ease of accessibility
are two vital points that the library is trying to consider. Flow chart, labels and guides are the initiatives
taken in this regard, The user manual and clearance card is provided to each and every student so that a
structure of the Library rules and systems can be handed over to them at the onset of the library use.The
innovative schemes have been designed keeping in mind that a one- to- one impact of user to resource
and user to user can be ultimately achieved.

In the fourth Law,“Save the time of the reader (user)” is significant for the technical and processing work
because a direct effect is witnessed in the time and effort spent by the user in searching the relevant
resource cumulated to the wait at the circulation section. Manual search of Catalogue is now getting the
support of OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue) to help search of resources way faster at our library.
Open access to books displayed for reading only, allows interaction with the individual titles. New
editions are being added regularly. Further, subscription to databases in terms of access to resources is
urged for.A standardized practice of usage of DDC as the classification scheme is followed so that stacks
can be scanned faster. KOHA is already installed and data entry is complete. RFID is our aim in future to
actually record the walk in and tagging Bar-code for faster service at the circulation counter as well as
security of the library resources.

Fifth law,“Library is a growing organism” today signifies that a library gets the scope to grow in terms ofa
parallelism of building physical resources and e-resources. Online database access is being possible as a
result of institutional memberships and membership of INFLBNET and DELNET.A TV set has been
installed in our library so as to help in access to the NME-ICT portals,Video CD's borrowed from the
Libraries under institutional membership facility, Displaying PPT's, and access to edutainment. Space
limitation is a barrier which is already planned for being overcome.A teachers' reading section was there
until 2014, which is now an extended area for stack.A separate reading section for the teachers is trying
to get its identity in Room No.3.A separate section for audio-visual resources is our future plan.The
physical growth of the library in future s a challenge as far as space is concerned.

Recording regular incidents in black and white is not always possible but sincere efforts are made to

actually serve the purpose for which an academic library exists.

The central library has a goal of total integration of the library system. In a computerized environment

maximum Information can be utilized properly.Maximizing the overall service is our motto.

Subsystems and component parts affects the effectiveness and efficiency of the whole system. Each partis

constrained by and dependant on the other part.

The Performance of any service organization depends upon quality of human response
depends upon a supportive environment.
